A Cumberland Presbyterian 
 Church Founded in 1812 –  
      Serving God and this 
  Community for 195 Years 

Your church home has gone through a few changes… 
 
The log structure, circa 1880.  Check out the horse! No one is here 
today that 
remembers this 
building.  This is 
possibly the earliest 
photo we have of 
New Hope, when it 
was located near the 
New Hope 
cemetery… 

 
 
 

In 1886, a new frame structure was erected. This is the church 
building as some of 
us here today will 
remember it, about 
1980.  We have lost 
many fine folks the 
last few years who 
would have 
remembered the 
church like this.  
There are still a few 
of us here who 
do… 

 
 

The old frame building after its facelift with the addition of the foyer 
on the front and the 
fellowship hall in 
the rear.  This is 
about 1994. Many 
of the folks 
attending New 
Hope today miss 
the “little white 
church.” Sadly, it 
was structurally 
unsound after 120 
years of faithful 
service.

New Hope Cumberland Presbyterian Church 
 

TO OUR VISITORS 
   Friend, you enter this church not as a stranger, but as a 
guest of God.  This is His house and He is your Heavenly 
Father.  Come then, in His presence, offering Him your 
love and service.  This is a place of worship and prayer 
for all the people.  You are invited to attend all the 
services of the church.

OUR CHURCH AND ITS MISSION 
History.  In 1799 a few people from North Carolina, who were members of the 
Presbyterian Church, began meeting every Sunday to read the Scriptures and pray 
together near their homes just north of the Cumberland River in Wilson County, 
Tennessee.  They continued to meet and were being served occasionally by circuit 
preachers until 1810. 
   In the fall of 1810, the people held their first camp meeting.  This was so successful 
another was held in 1811 on land bought for this purpose.  In 1812, Rev. Hugh 
Kirkpatrick organized this group of Christians as the New Hope Cumberland 
Presbyterian Church and served as their minister until 1816. 
   Church records show there were 230 members by 1849.  However, the growth in 
membership was severely affected during the War Between the States when a number 
of members affiliated with the newly organized Melrose Cumberland Presbyterian 
Church in the Cairo Bend community.  Following the war the church experienced 
renewed growth.  The congregation, needing more space, moved to its present location 
in 1886.  The new sanctuary and classrooms was dedicated in 2006. 
Mission.  New Hope Church believes that the purpose of its preaching and teaching 
ministry is to bring people to the realization of their need and acceptance of Jesus 
Christ as their Lord and Savior. It has as its goal to help people to grow in grace and 
love and to enable them to live as loving disciples of our Lord Jesus Christ. 
An Invitation.   If you have never accepted Christ as your personal Savior, this is an 
invitation to you to do so today.  You are invited to make this your church home by 
becoming a member.  For guidance, speak to the Pastor. 
 

THE CHURCH SESSION 
  The Elders of the church, who comprise the Session, are here to assist and serve you.  
Elders share with the minister the pastoral oversight of the church.  If you have not 
confessed Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior, if you feel you are spiritually weak, or if 
you need instruction in the faith, the Elders are available for you at any time.  Elders 
will also inform the minister, on your request, of any concerns that need his attention.

   When you meet people who are new in your community, or when talking with people 
who are not active in a church, share with them the good news of Jesus Christ at New 
Hope Church.  Invite them to meet you here for worship.
